In the US", this would be read as January 10, 1974. Whereas, it actually
means 1st day 10th month, 1974,

Metric measurement is much easier to work with. For example: when you need
a clearance of [05mm this is easy to establish on a metric measuring device,

on the other hand, the reading in inches would be .019685"".
